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In April 2003, Fred Yorke retired from the position of Senior Vice President and Chief Administrative Officer at Citigroup Trust, the domestic personal trust arm of Citigroup, Inc., the nation’s largest financial institution.  For six years, he had been responsible for trust compliance, risk management and other functions; and served as liaison for internal and external audits and regulatory examinations.
